General Care of Your X-10 Jack

A. Keep all moving parts of your jack well lubricated.
As on any other piece of fine equipment, thorough lubri-
cation of your jack will assure the best service.

B. Be sure the load is always centered on the saddle of
your jack. Care in placement under a load prevents un-
necessary strain on the jack and eliminates accidents
caused by load tipping. Never work under a car held up
by the jack only. Use Hein-Werner Safety Stands when
it is necessary to get under a car or truck.

C. If you wish to remove the hydraulic unit from your
jack, we recommend the following procedure. First, re-
move pins to disconnect both piston links from handle
fork. Loosen Allen set screws holding handle pins and
slide pins outward sufficiently to remove release hanger,
release extension rod and tension spring from release
collar. Remove screw and clip from end of ram, and take
out unit.

D. To remove handle, first remove pins connecting both
piston links to handle fork. Loosen the two Allen head-
less set screws in fork, freeing handle pins. Slide handle
pins outward, remove release hanger, release extension
rod and tension spring in release collar. Lift off handle.

FILLING INSTRUCTIONS

If your jack does not raise to full height, it is probably
low on oil. To refill, first remove the metal cover over
the hydraulic unit. Be sure release valve is open and
saddle down; then slowly remove the filler screw (12)
from unit marked “Oil Level”. Refill through filler hole
until oil reaches top of oil level hole. Use only genuine
Hein-Werner Hydraulic Jack Qil and be sure no dirt enters
the unit. Never use hydraulic brake fluid which will
ruin the packings and void the guarantee.

HOW TO LOCATE AND REMEDY TROUBLE
1. If Jack Will Not Lift or Raise Load
1. Be sure release valve is closed.

2. Sometimes hydraulic jacks become airbound. To cor-
rect, place front wheels on 3” block, open the release
valve and pump handle eight full 90° strokes.

3. Your jack may be low on oil. See refilling instructions
above.

4. The pump valves may be held open by a foreign par-
ticle. To flush valves, apen release valve partially
(about 14 turn of knob), and pump handle several
strokes. If this does not clear them, remove the metal
cover above the hydraulic unit. Be sure release valve
is open. Then take out oil filler screw in reservoir to
relieve any pressure in the unit. Refer to cross-sec-
tional views on opposite page to identify pump
valves. Remove pump valves for a thorough clean-
ing. Also inspect and clean seats. When replacing
valves, insert a new No. 11520 Seal, using Seal Tool
$S-12 for this purpose.

5. Pump Piston “V” packings may be worn. f so, oil
will leak around one or both pistons. To inspect,

remove hydraulic unit as described in Instruction “C'.
Pull out pistons, keeping piston end of unit up so
oil is not lost. Remove packing nuts and inspect “V*”
packings.. If worn, dip new “V” packings in oil and.
insert hard ring with flat side down, followed by
soft rings with grooved side down, being careful not
to damage lips on machined threads. Turn down
packing nuts sufficiently to hold “V" packings in po-
sition. Dip pistons in oil and insert. Tighten pack-
ing nuts to medium pressure.

6. The Release Valve may be held off its seat by a.for-
eign particle. Flush by opening release valve and
pumping handle several full strokes. If necessary to
clean or inspect release valve, first remove hydraulic
unit as described in Insfruction “C"”. Place unit in
vise with release valve end up and jaws of vise rest-
ing on unit casting. Take out oil level screw at top
of unit casting to relieve any pressure in the unit.
Turn out release valve by the large hex packing nut.
Clean and inspect release seat and tip of release
screw. A slight ring on-tip of screw is not harmful.
A nicked screw should be replaced.

iI. 1f Jack Lowers Under Load

1. The release valve and seat should be flushed and in-
spected as described in Instruction “6” of Section 1.

2. There may be dirt under the discharae ball in one of
the pump valves.  These should be flushed or clean-
ed as suggested in Instruction “4” of Section 1. When
this condition exists, the handle raises as the saddle
lowers.

3. The ram leather cup may be worn. This is likely only
in jacks given very heavy service. To inspect this
cup, first remove hydraulic unit from chassis (See In-
struction “C"). Place unit in vise so ram end is up
and jaws of vise rest on unit casting. Remove 24385
Ram Packing Nut. Remove 24335 End Nut Casting
and pull out ram by hand. Inspect ram cup and in-
stall new one if worn. Dip new cup in oil before
inserting ram info cylinder, taking care not to dam-
ace leather. When reassembling, place a thin coat
of shellac on end of reservoir tube and firmly tighten
down end nut. Inspect ram packings and replace if
worn. Tighten down packing nut to medium pres-
sure.
